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Two Sailors Receive US SAILING Arthur B. Hanson Rescue Medal
                               for Saving Stranded Windsurfer

Portsmouth, R.I. – Two sailors came in the nick of time to save a stranded windsurfer who was right in the
line of an approaching container ship. Brad Hillebrandt and Laura Mooney received the Arthur B. Hanson
Rescue Medal for rescuing the windsurfer in San Francisco Bay.                                                                   

   Hillebrandt and Mooney were on a shakedown cruise in San Francisco Bay in preparation for a trip to
Mexico. When they were just east of the Harding Rock Buoy, they realized they needed to get out of the
shipping lane because a container ship was heading outbound only about two miles away. At that time,
Mooney spotted a male windsurfer waving both his arms, trying to get their attention. The wind had died
down suddenly, stranding the windsurfer in line of the approaching container ship.
     The two sailors, Hillebrandt and Mooney, reacted immediately to the windsurfer's calls for hej

Closing the gap   by  Charles Ivey

     Consider the center of effort of your sail. When the mast is straight up,  the sail is off to one side pro-
ducing a torque. If you lean the rig back, the board turns upwind. Now bring the rig over to leaning a bit to
windward and notice that when under load the mast bends and indeed the top or head of your sail is less
far to windward than the angle your mast leans to windward at the base. Yes, you want as much sail area
as you can to maximize force, but you also want the center of effort of your rig to line up over your board
as well as the center of resistance of the board/water contact.  Leaning the rig to windward helps do
this. If your mast is leaned to windward, the force is brought in over the center of the board, then as the
water line shortens due to increased speed, you can lean the entire rig back and "close the gap" without
creating an imbalance that turns you up wind.  The shorter water line length when reaching planing
speed requires you to lean the rig aft and to windward to maintain a straight course with maximum
speed. Those that plane slowly with the rig straight up will have to compensate with another force off-
center to compensate, and they are wasting energy and will not go as fast. No matter what someone
says, the fastest way to sail is the tried and true method of balancing the forces so that you have the opti-
mal alignments and not by creating non-productive forces that require a second correcting force just to
keep going in some lesser balance.  A good example is someone who claims they can go as fast planing
while standing upright and centered rather than in the straps with the rig leaning aft. They are not optimiz-
ing all the forces in the most powerful way to gain high performance for their sail, board and fin. Lack of
optimal force in one variable means some other variable force must also be less than optimal to compen-
sate -- hence you are slow or crash.
     Try this little exercise...while sailing on a reach in non-planing conditions, go leeside with your body
and stand facing the tail and your sail as you push it down toward the tail. You can find a position where
the sail will move your board in a straight line by leaning the mast both back and to windward. While do-
ing this notice that if you reduce the windward lean of the mast and bring it more over the center line of
your board, you will start heading upwind. If you lean your mast then more to windward, you will start
turning off the wind. Do this while keeping the angle of your backward leaning rig the same. This will illus-
trate quite well how the dynamics of your rig and mast lean, both aft and to weather, affect the direction
your board will travel. Heck, you can sail in a straight line laying your rig almost all the way down on the
tail as long as you move the mast the proper amount to windward. Of course you reduce sail area this
way so this is less than the optimal arrangement -- but it is a way to reduce force in your rig and still sail
straight. Your job is to find the right balance of exposed sail, angles of rig, and fin pressure to go the
fastest.
     I©ve always thought this type of analysis should be a part of every windsurfer©s study, so they can use
their own words and ideas to understand the best way to "drive" their kits. There is more to it, of course,
but maybe this will help start the inquisitive processes going that will lead to better and better understand-
ing of how something as complex as a person with dynamically adjustable positions can handle a rig with
two degrees of freedom and one constrained end (relative to the mast base) can drive a board with three
degrees of freedom in the vicinity of the air/water interface to go where you want it to go as quickly as
possible- YAHOO! Charles Ivey
