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Cole Park im provements coming (finally)

It seems that the long-discussed
wind sports park at Cole Park/
Oleander Point is finally coming. I
say “finally” because I can remem-
ber hearing about planned
improvements ever since my first
CCWA meeting back in early 2004.
My memory is fuzzy about every-
thing that has happened since
then with the park plans, but the
basics are that the city employee
in charge of the plan has changed
at least once, the actual changes
to be made were debated, lost,
and started from scratch, and basi-
cally the park probaby has not
been considered a top priority.

Now, though, it seems that
things have changed. Cole Park
has been surveyed and measured.
Plans are in place to convert the
park to a specifically windsports-
friendly location. According to a
source close to the plan (who has
sworn me to confidentiality
because plans are ever-changing),
the new park design is environ-
mentally-friendly. 

Although details are approxi-
mate, there will probably a couple
of rinse stations, some sort of
seating (either benches made from
recycled material or natural seat-
ing incorporated into the existing
ledge leading to the water), shade

structures large enough
to place sails under,
viewing areas (again,
possibly using the drop-
off of the cliff as a seat-
ing/viewing area), a sign
designating the area as a
windsports park, and
reinforcement of the
banks. There will not be
a formal path created in
the portion of the hill we
use for carrying gear to
the water, which is good
news, because a true
path would require hand
rails that would make it
difficult to carry gear
without raising it over-
head. 

The park will get some
new landscaping, all of
which I’m told will include
native plants designed to
work well with the natural
water conditions at the
park. 

Best of all, I’m told that these
improvements will begin very soon
(possibly even before year end)
and will be completed by early
spring. I know that the city plans
for this park have not gone accord-
ing to timeline so far, and various
CCWA members have served as
city liaisons for the park over the

years. Now, though, I do want to
believe the plans, because new
employees are involved and there
is fresh enthusiasm. The new
windsports designation will be a
nice recognition in a prominent
spot in the city, and it will be dou-
bly good if work is completed in
time for our windy spring season.

I
played tennis until April and my
legs just wouldn't hold up. I miss
playing, it was fun and I played
with a good group of friends.

Towards the end it
got too hard and I
didn't enjoy it any-

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The summer season quickly
ended with fairly quiet tropical activi-
ty, plenty of rain and just occasional
wind except for those with larger
gear.  Tropical storm Erin actually
made landfall near Rockport with
hardly any noticeable wind or rain on the coast.  Erin
did create havoc from San Antonio to Minnesota with
excessive rains and flooding.  Almost overnight, a
tropical wave very close to shore developed into
Hurricane Gabrielle, making landfall along Texas and
Louisiana border. The remainder of September had
very little tropical storm activity, and the tropical cold
fronts seem to be arriving early this fall. Maybe the
fall season will bring wind, reversing the trend and
salvage this disappointing year?

Wind during the fall season has been about aver-
age; 12-18 campers and other windsurfers arrived
from California, Canada, Colorado, Louisiana,
Nebraska, Oregon, Tennessee, Utah, and Wisconsin
to enjoy the warm wind and weather.

DeDe Mladucky, Chief Enforcement Ranger, will be
contacted soon to develop a communication link
related to enforcement matters.

BIB blab

In early November, signs from the Texas Beach
Watch program indicating local water quality were
posted at Corpus Christi beaches. The signs were
long overdue, according to the law. But better late
than never. Students from Texas A&M University-
Corpus Christi routinely test the water at beaches,
and in the case of an elevated bacteria reading, the
signs can be
flipped from
their triangular
shape (indicat-
ing safe water
quality) to a
diamond (indi-
cating a bacte-
ria problem). In
theory, the diamond advises people not to enter the
water at affected beaches, keeping them safe from
pollution. However, critics have noted that it takes
more than a day for water samples to register posi-
tive for high bacteria...so there is a period in which
the sign could read “safe” while the water is danger-
ous. So it’s still a good bet to stay out of the bay after
a rainfall, regardless of the sign reading.

Growing up, I saw any body of

water more than a couple inches
deep as a potential boating experi-
ence. As a result, I've launched
just about anything that could float,
in various stages of seaworthi-
ness, in swamps, bays, cranberry
bogs, flooded backyards, pud-
dles…you name it. Efficient? No.
Practical? No again. But fun? Of
course. The Sometimes Annual
Canal Crawl Circumnavigation
operates on a similar principle.
The canals are there, full of water,
winding through some of our
neighborhoods, and windsurfing is
a water sport, so why not combine
these? No matter that launching
requires hauling a 12-foot long-
board across a four lane highway,
through a field of sticker burrs,
over a rough concrete wall, and
into a waterway where the majority
of wind is either blocked by trophy
homes or swirling crazily. This

event is guaranteed
to give you a new
perspective on both
windsurfing and
Padre Island, two
amazing things that
we probably take for
granted because
they've become so
familiar.

I entered the race
as a semi-novice. I
can't say it was my
first time, because I
showed up in a pre-
vious year with my
78-liter wave board and took a
DNF after struggling 20 minutes to
go about 50 feet, most of that
swimming. I vowed then that I
would be back, and this time, hum-
bled into accepting the wisdom of
the organizers, I borrowed a long-
board from Don Gentry. 

We started out pretty evenly,
with the four of us (Mike Murphy

and Dave Hasti, as well as Don
and me) trading positions during
the first leg. It was exciting and
sort of resembled the sailboat rac-
ing I'd grown up doing, although
with a lot more tacking (the canal
was pretty narrow on that stretch).
It would soon become evident,
though, that the canal race does
not lend itself to smooth sailing. At

various points in the
race I found myself
wiping out at a sign-
post, hitting bottom in
an area I had thought
was over my head, and
doing a lot of walking
across two mudflats
that the others seemed
to find ways to mostly
sail over or around. I
also realized, though,
that I was actually
lucky to be nowhere
near the lead, because
I was suddenly disori-
ented. My Ziploc-
enclosed map went
missing early on, which
didn't help. I don't
know the canal area
very well by land,

much less by water, but a lot of it
looks the same (basically develop-
ments, docks, and marsh grass),
so I sailed with the strange sensa-
tion of being completely lost amid
somewhat familiar surroundings.
At times it was hard to even follow
the others because they were tak-
ing drastically different courses or
even swirling in circles.

By the last upwind leg, I could
see Mike gliding effortlessly far up
ahead, sometimes planing. The
others were behind him, but still
far ahead. I was finding dead
spots, having everything seemingly
angled correctly but still drifting
backward somehow. I suddenly felt
tired all over. One time the boom
slipped from my hands, and I sadly
watched myself lose a house and
a half's worth of hard-earned dis-
tance before I uphauled again. But
at about the same time, I began
getting used to the board, relaxing,
and really noticing the surround-
ings. I saw people out grilling or
stopping to watch me from their
balconies. I waved and laughed,
mostly at myself. The thrill that
drew me to sailing in the first place
came back, the sensation of glid-
ing quietly across the water into
otherwise inaccessible territory,
seeing life from a new angle. It hit
me: no matter how silly I looked, I
was having way more fun than
anyone tending the magnolias on
the sundeck, and that's what wind-
surfing is all about. Even the near
misses with objects became excit-
ing rather than frustrating, the
chance to see someone's catama-
ran or clever homemade basket-
ball hoop up close--REALLY close.
I was sorry when I finally looked
ahead and saw that the others had
stopped. We had reached a dead
end, the finish line, and the race
was over. But I’ll be back next
year, if we do this again.

It may smell like stinky armpits in
the afternoon sun to you, but for
the twenty-plus species of water-
birds that breed in colonies along
the Texas coast, it's the smell of
love in the air. Every year from
roughly March through September,
the small islands between the bar-
rier island and mainland are host
to many of the state's breeding
herons, spoonbills, gulls, terns and
skimmers. These islands offer their
preferred nesting structure, a near-
by source of food, and protection
from predators and human distur-
bance. Whether you respect them
as part of the natural beauty of the
area, an indicator of where the fish
are, an important component of
the ecological system, or a valu-
able economic generator for the
region, the birds are a resource
that deserves our respect and pro-
tection.

The breeding period for colonial
waterbirds is the most critical time
for ensuring that birds can suc-
cessfully reproduce and maintain
their populations in the future. In
addition to their daily grind of find-
ing food for themselves and keep-
ing an eye out for predators and
vehicles, they can now add finding
a mate, nest site selection, egg
laying and incubation, and chick
rearing to their list of things to be
done. When the nesting season is
upon us, it's time to let them do
their thing so we can help maintain
their populations and improve suc-
cess for species that are suffering
declines. 

Disturbing or destroying nests,
eggs or adults of nongame bird
species is illegal, and all of the
waterbird species that breed on
the numerous natural and dredge-
material islands throughout Texas
are covered by these federal and

state laws.
Landing a boat
on or near an
island is an obvi-
ous disturbance,
but other more
seemingly benign
activities can also
have the same
effect. For exam-
ple, wadefishing
near an island
may cause some
birds to react.
Proximity to nesting birds will
cause them to be extremely anx-
ious and they will react to any sud-
den motion such as casting.
Kitesurfing near rookery islands
also creates a chaotic environ-
ment, as birds react to any large
unfamiliar object zooming through
the sky over them.
While acts of destruction are fairly
simple to evaluate, acts of distur-
bance are somewhat more difficult.
The majority of boaters and bay-
users throughout Texas would not
intentionally disturb these nesting
birds, but often they are unaware
of the effects of what they are
doing. Disturbance of nesting birds
has a number of negative conse-
quences. The adult bird(s)
becomes stressed and loses ener-
gy by evacuating and trying to dis-
tract a disturbing party. Absence of
a parent at a nest leaves eggs and
chicks vulnerable to predation by
opportunistic predators. Finally,
keeping an incubating adult away
from a nest in even moderate
summer temperatures quickly
results in the "cooking" of eggs
and death of chicks due to heat
stress. Disturbance can lead to the
loss of an entire season's breeding
effort for thousands of birds, and
potentially the complete abandon-
ment of the island by birds in sev-
eral of the following years.

How to know if you're disturbing
the birds: Adult birds of different
species react differently to distur-
bance. Typically, ground-nesting
birds like terns and skimmers will
aggressively defend their nests, by
high-pitched vocalizations and
swooping down on the disturbing
party. Larger wading birds like
spoonbills and herons typically
vocalize upon leaving the nest and
fly to another part of the island or
away to another island. Plovers
(like the killdeer) often fly away
from the nest and then give a "bro-
ken wing display", pretending to be
injured to distract the offending
party from finding the vulnerable
eggs or chicks. If you notice any of
these behaviors from birds, you
are disturbing the birds.

DON'T BE A VIOLATOR! Some
helpful advice to avoid disturbing
nesting bird colonies.
* Do not anchor your vessel on or
near an island
* Do not allow children or pets to
wander onto islands
* If birds are reacting to your pres-
ence, move yourself away from
the island
