     Jennifer Racette and I had a meeting with the organizer's of the Velocity
Games in mid-January.  Afterwards the organizers, Jennifer and I talked and
there were tons of ideas floating around for not only the US Open, but for
windsurfing in general.  Most of the ideas were just that, and will take some
discussion in the general windsurfing populace to be embraced and ac-
cepted, but it's good to see the go-for-it, 'reach for the stars and see what you
grab' attitude of the organizers.  The Velocity Games U.S. Open will be a fun
and exciting event and the CCWA should be deeply involved.  The proposal
was simply that, and we have some things to work out yet, but I think it will be
a well-run and fun event the CCWA will be proud to be a part of it.
     Even without the US Open, the biggest windsurfing event in Corpus Christi
each year, we will have a busy spring.  We are having a big multi-club
gathering again this year at Bird Island Basin, along with a cookout and a
video shoot / speed runs.  The club is planning to purchase a Bushnell
Speedster radar gun for such events.  The Aransas Triangle will be run on
the last Saturday in March at John & Rose Williams' home and there are
other regional events put on by other clubs.  The North Texas Wind Riders
have the Texas State Championships, the folks down at South Padre Island
have the SPI Blowout and the new South Texas Windsurfing Association
plan to have some informal races on windy weekends on Matagorda Bay.  It
looks to be an excellent spring again in the region.
     I'm not a betting man, but if the energy that has been generated regionally
is any indication, I'd bet that there will be a continued awaking of windsurfing
in Corpus Christi.  I hardly know anyone who hasn't moved here for the wind-
surfing, and for good reason.  Corpus Christi is a perfect place to take advan-
tage of the new wide boards and big sails that have sprung up over the last
few seasons.  We have consistent winds almost daily.  While not Nuclear like
the Gorge, they are usually more than sufficient to sail,
especially with the newer gear.

New Riders of the Gulftech wave:
     Hello Devon, look out race world! PWA/Euro-Cup/Formula racer Devon Boulon, formerly the North
team training partner of Micah Buzainis, has recently signed with Gulftech for the 2003 racing season and
beyond. Boulon was extremely impressed with the Gulftech masts, noting that they made a drastic and
immediate improvement in the handling and control of his race sails. Boulon will be working with the
Windwing race R&D team of Mike Percy (2002 Cal-Cup Champion) and Steve Myers to optimize the 2003
Windwing race sails for Gulftech masts. Devon and the whole team will of course be using Gulftech Pro
Series booms and G-Carbon bases to complete their race rigs. The team will make their 2003 debut at the
Midwinters Pro-Am in Cocoa Beach the last weekend in February.
     Gulftech would also like to extend a warm welcome to new freestyle team riders Riley Coon and Rob
Warwick. Riley and Rob both signed on during the American Windsurfer Boardfest in Maui this winter.
Coon is a 15-turning-16 year-old who astounded the world with a fourth-place men’s pro finish in the 2002
Gorge Games in Hood River. Riley trains at his home break on the North Shore of Maui, at Kanaha Beach
Park and points upwind. Rob Warwick is a freestyle phenomenon, emerging out of Berkeley Marina in
California.

     A bit of a flap recently occurred in the Texas windsurfing world when the North Texas Wind Riders
(NTWR)  changed  their usual dates for the Texas State Championships.  The NTWR settled on the first
weekend in May which had been the traditional weekend for the SPI Blowout for 15 years or so.  The sys-
tem that prevented this from happening over the years failed this time.  As soon as it was announced, the
flap began.  Several well known racing folks immediately pointed out the conflict.  How did things get to
this state when communication has never been
easier?
     I blame it on those racers!  When I first became editor (its been a few years) the hard core racer crew
ran the whole show.  They gave me a printed schedule of events, a listing of local racing procedures, and
expected it to be made public in the next issue.  Then a few racers left town, and then even more until
there wasn't enough of the hard core, out there every day, cutting diagonally across all the baffers, racer
heads left to support their competitive desires.  A revolt of sorts took place as the non racing majority
took over the reigns of Executive control.  It seems similar things transpired all over the state.  The de-
cline in racing produced new leadership and many clubs changed their focus.  In the process, the baby
seems to have been thrown out with the bath water and this date flap is an indication the baby is missing.
     In this case the ‘baby' is the very efficient network the racing folks had for statewide windsurfers.  The
schedule was done with swift efficiency because many interested folks got involved and they carved up
the schedule turf well.  Almost all potential date conflicts were worked out to the satisfaction of all well be-
fore the dates were finalized.  This year, without the help of that same racing crew, we all blew it.  We
need that baby back and pronto (here comes the pitch).
     If every windsurfing organization in Texas could establish one individual in their club to check a dis-
cussion group, set up only for club reps, monthly it could be done.  Given that communications link and
enough energy to check the site the first week of every month, we could have a very useful and efficient
system back in operation.
Efficient in that questions that arise at a club meeting could be posted and all would be checked and
hopefully
responded to before your next meeting.  Just one reliable person in each organization.... there's got to be
at least one.
Ideally this person would check with his/her local folks and post a response... or at least get their folks
working on their club's response.
     With absolutely no authority to do so, I'll try to get such a site set up.  Please send me an e-mail  if
you are out there somewhere in Texas and are interested in getting this going.  I'm at:  Loose-
Clu@prodigy.net  I've been paying for a web site I never use and will try to persuade one of our local web
gurus to set up a controlled access site for the club execs and other interested parties.  A copy of this is
being sent to every club I know of in Texas- lets get this in motion and help prevent future conflicts while
keeping all of us informed about events all over this big windy state and other matters in which we all
have an interest.

     The word is that the 2003 Pro Series race booms are on track for January delivery. After a year
basically without race booms to sell, as we set up an all new exclusive production facility in China under
the direct supervision of company founder Don McCormick, the new booms are rolling off the line and
looking great. These booms are the lightest, stiffest, and most user-friendly booms in the world! These
booms are for serious racers or performance freaks who demand the absolute highest stiffness/weight
ratio possible.

Gulftech will head into 2003 with many projects in development at this time. We are currently testing
some revolutionary kite bars, as well as looking at a new mast foot idea, and a number of other ªtop
secretº projects.
