
     We've finally hit summer, but it didn't really seem like we had spring.  At
least, the first four days of summer had almost as good of sailing as I had all
spring.  So, maybe we'll end up with not-as-good-as-normal spring, but a
better-than-normal summer.  I remember the first month I moved down here,
August of 2001 -- it cranked nearly every day.  I didn't get a chance to sail
right away, but I was impressed.
     We had some good days in-a-row at Bird Island mid-month with local
sailor Eliana Walker taking some short digital videos of local windsurfers jib-

ing (http://windsurf.hansanderson.com/videos/eliana/) and about a dozen locals sailing from noon until 7
each day and then cracking a few beers and chatting until the skeeters chased us off.  The wind was ex-
cellent, I saw my first loop ever at Bird Island (by Evan Walker), and the jellyfish were holding a conven-
tion.  Full lycra suits were common and those that wore just shorts were stuff so often that you just kinda
forgot about it after awhile.   The jellyfish on the bay were plentiful the first few days of summer, but they
are all cabbage heads so if you can avoid the armada with your fin, you won't come to any harm.  This is
no big deal to those of you who've sailed here for years, but I'm a land lubber and nearly whacking a
Cownose stingray or brushing the business end of a sea nettle is like one of you petting a grizzly bear.
It's probably unbecoming a commodore of a sailing club to be happy to be stung by a jellyfish, but I was.
     The Velocity Games are fading slowly into the past, but we still have plenty going on this summer. We
are having several events in July,  including Worldwinds annual 4th of July BBQ (this year on Saturday
the 5th) and Dick Ward's annual downwinder, which this year will be an up-and-down winder from Pam
and Chester's new home adjacent to the Yorktown launch at the intersection of Yorktown and Laguna
Shores.  Don's party will include the speed gun, a possible "Road Trip" by Mike Murphy where we do a
little run past the third island and explore some of the Laguna south or Bird Island.  We might set a mark
or two and have a fun race, too.  Of course, Don rented the long BBQ and will also have plenty of food
on hand, too.  Pray for wind!
     Dick's downwinder will launch at Yorktown, sail as far upwind to Bird Island as we can get in a set
time, then blast back downwind.  The more wind, the closer we'll get.  We'll go as a group, and there
won't be a car-shuffle this year.  Potluck at Pam and Chester's afterwards.  I also want to mention that Bill
Jones is going to take me out into the Gulf soon and show me the ropes of how to blast through the
shore break in an onshore wind with non-wave gear so I can sail offshore for the first time.  I've started a
list of people that want to be included and have six signups.  Call me if you want to be included, 779-
0483.  On a windy day when we can get together, I'll call everyone and we'll have a sail and some beers
and food afterwards. And finally, Mike Spielman brought up a good idea at the last meeting: a
membership drive at Oleander to try to get a few bay sailors back into the club.  There are a lot of regu-
lars at Oleander than I don't see at meetings, and we thought it good to try to lure them back with a cook-
out there at an unknown future date, too.  We'll try to come up with a game plan at the next meeting.

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 Need for Speed Brings Out the Old Guard
     When is the last time you heard of Robby Naish going for a World Record?  Well he's back and lead-
ing the American team in a quest to break the sail powered
speed record.  Joining Robby will be teams from France, Sweden
and Spain.  Spain's crew will be led by  Bjorn Dunkerbeck while
Andres Bringdal will head up Sweden©s effort and Antoine Albeau
(AHD Boards top man) will captain the French team.  The Speed
Challenge will be run at three different high wind venues over the
next six months and will be covered by CNN Network so we
should get to see portions of the trials and you can bet the record
breaking run if any of the teams can pull it off.    Dunkerbeck
exceeded 40 kts. last year in his initial assult on the record books
in rather crappy conditions- Bjorn said after that attempt that he was certain the 50 kt. barrier was going

to fall and he wanted to be the man to do it.                                                                                                                                                                                                    
     The first attempt this year will begin July 4th at Arinaga in

the Canary Islands and continue through Aug 4.  From there
the tour will move on to their next windy spot at Camarque in
the South of France during the entire month of October.  The
last attempt (this year anyway) will be way down under at New
Zealand's Glenorchy site during November and December.                                             

    Currently  the record is held by  the Yellow Pages which
beat the former record and set the current
at 46.52 kts.  That is measured over a

500 meter course.  I have to convert that to more familiar units: 500 meters is al-
most 5 and a half football fields- 546.805 yards.  A speed of 46.52 knots is
53.53426 miles per hour- about the speed you go on SPID if a police car is behind
you.  And that 50 knot barrier....  a mere 57.53897 miles per hour.  I'm sitting here at
a keyboard thinking how it must feel to hit the water at that speed; heh-heh, no way
I'd survive that.  At that speed, water feels about as hard sun baked dirt.  The Yel-
low Pages took what had been the property of rather low tech sailboards for years-
that speed record.  Despite advances in board design and materials, its still a David
& Goliath mismatch as far as costs for the opposite approaches.  You can live quite
well for very long on what the Yellow Pages cost its owners.  You could possibly af-
ford 1 years worth of high living on what any of the board teams have spent.  There
is also the perhaps uninvited competitor in the form of Naish kites.  Robby has
claimed to be focused on the record and sailing for it.... but is it possible that a kite
might also go for it?                                                               

 To keep up with the progress you can get up-
dates at:  www.worldspeedsailing.com  You can
also let them send you their updates by requesting
it at the above site.  The whole show is under the
jurisdiction of the International Sailing Federation
and the watchful eye of a Commissioner of the
World Sailing Speed Record Council, the Chal-
lengers will sail over a 500-meter distance, during
which the average speed is determined.  The
WSSRC was established by the ISAF in 1972. The
object was to provide impartial results for increas-
ing numbers of claims to high speed sailing craft

     Nat  deserves credit for goading me to help get the short course set up.  He and I had talked about it
and some others mentioned the old windsurfer courses.  We hailed the buoy boat to not bring in the
course marks but rather to set them up in a small square pattern right in front of the beach crowd.  Then
we rounded up the junior racers and put them out on the little square course with running commentary
about the racing...short legs, only a 60 second countdown for starts, no protests, just sail, etc.                                     

What this did was just short of remarkable to an old windsurfer like me...it brought back the memories
of windsurfing in the seventies and early eighties that I used to know well.  We used to gather at the lake
and set up the windsurfer slalom course or some version of a course where you had to sail hither and
yon, all crammed together in a small space just off shore.  We sailed around the buoys, then criss
crossed them, and in so doing, learned right of way rules, lots of tacking and jibing and sail handling.  It
was a blast and people competed over and over with race after race -- each time likely to produce a dif-
ferent winner due to the congestion and short course. Afterwards, sitting around a cooking fire and reliv-
ing the excitement of the day was one of the most enjoyable of times and a big part of the popularity of
windsurfing on so many local lakes and streams around the country.  What©s my point?  Simple, we have

a second chance with windsurfing and we need
more fun events like what happened on the spur
of the moment in Worthington.  Racing the big
time courses in super serious competitions is
great fun and should, of course, continue.  How-
ever, the kids, the recreational windsurfers, the
newbies all can participate in fun racing in a
much different way -- and I hope we don©t forget
to spend the time having such fun races.  They
are like a magnet, even some pretty  serious
sailors felt the pull and desire to get out there
and sail for fun.  There were a lot of people who
felt that tug, pulling them to join in.  If we really
want to see the sport grow and get more people
into racing, we need more events like Worthing-
ton and more fun short course racing like we set
up there.  The people on shore watched and
cheered, the sailors wanted to do it again and
again, and the atmosphere was uplifting for any-
one who loves windsurfing.  We all got a little
taste of the magic that makes this sport so great.
Driving to the event the next day, with a car full
of kids, what I heard was not whether we would
have planing winds to race the normal fleet, but
whether we could set up the short course again
and sail like they did the evening before.  I chal-
lenge all of you to create that same environment
at as many regattas as we can and the stimula-
tion this will provide for windsurfing will be signifi-
cant.

Your hosts on July 12, Pam & Chester
Hulme
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New AWIA Executive Director  Interviewed by Wetdawg Sports

     WD: You©re originally from New York. What brought you to Hood River, OR in the first place?
I came to Hood River in 1989 for a windsurfing vacation. We were here for a week and I just fell in love
with place. I found a quiet little piece of land in the country and the rest, as they say, is history. But, it
wasn©t until 1992 after the kids were born, that we finally moved out here. We felt it would be better life
for the kids and a great place for them to grow up.
     WD: Why did you apply for the job and why did the AWIA hire you?
It sounded like fun and a new challenge. Plus the AWIA really needed work and I felt I could make a dif-
ference. The Association was not particularly focused and needed direction. We needed to provide value
to our members, and promote the sport.  The AWIA Board realized this as well and was in search for a
business approach to the windsurfing industry.  (Editor©s note: LaMaita spent most of his career in trading
and corporate finance in the investment banking industry. Initially, after moving to Hood River, he started
a mortgage company).
     WD: So, what was the trouble with the AWIA?
For starters, the AWIA©s Windfest concept, while it worked fine in the earlier days, now seemed to miss
the target. It was promoting windsurfing as a high performance, extreme sport and the gear associated
with this aspect of the sport. Most of the people who participate in windsurfing at this level are already
well entrenched in the sport, and their buying habits reflect this.  The industry needs to attract newcomers
to the sport, and this year we©re changing the Windfest concept by bringing a more family oriented ap-
proach. At each event we have a lot of instructors and beginner equipment so that the average person
who never sailed can take lessons and try out a board. We©re seeing a number of people get reintro-
duced to the sport at Windfest via the new wide boards and more performance oriented sails. And,
frankly, they are digging it in a big way. Everything is easier and, with a short lesson, they are up and sail-
ing around, having a blast in light air!  Then comes the realization that ©hey I can do this© and ©it©s not the
hell it was 15 years ago to learn©. They also come to the realization that for under a grand they can get a
complete package that will last them for years and is useable by friends, family, and kids. Even the dog
can hitch a ride.
     WD: What about the image of windsurfing that it©s a difficult sport to try?
That©s the biggest issue in the industry right now- not letting people know how easy it is to windsurf.
There has been a renaissance in equipment just like golf and skiing went through. We have developed
new wide boards that make it so simple to learn. These boards have a big balance spot much like the big
sweet spot on an oversized tennis racquet.  These new wide boards make windsurfing a family sport.
There is nothing like a day on the water in terms of fun. The new equipment makes this easy. We©re
working to expose the public to this new equipment and the reaction has been amazing.
     WD: Where are the big windsurfing markets?
Believe it or not, the potential is not in places like Hood River where the wind howls. Rather, it©s places
like Iowa or Georgia on small lake Americana. In most of America, the wind doesn©t blow hard - more like
7 mph and now we have equipment that lets people sail in these conditions. Their board speed can far
exceed the wind speed!. The AWIA©s job is to get that message out. The market potential is huge for this.
     WD: But are there any windsurfing schools in places like Iowa or Maine?
That©s another issue that we are working on. For example, there are 35,000 PSIA ski instructors in Amer-
ica. We need more schools and more teachers in more diverse geographic locations. But you can visit
the AWIA website to get a list of schools and shops in North America.  We still face a shortage of schools
and instructors. Instruction is critical to developing the economic aspect of a sport©s development.
     WD: Is the popularity of kiteboarding hurting or helping windsurfing?
To some degree, there are people transitioning or doing both. We plan to do a study to find out more.
But, there is certainly room for both, and while kiting may be more extreme, windsurfing is a more practi-
cal family sport.  Information gathering and research studies and statistical analysis of the industry is an-
other project the AWIA is working on. We need to find out who attends windsurfing schools, the percep-
tion of windsurfing among different age groups, purchasing patterns, what©s selling    Continued on pg. 9
