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The one-handed jum p

...because pu know you want to

by Alissa Inman

Before you skim this a little,
decide I'm writing about freestyle
and that you don't do freestyle,
then divert your attention else-
where, let me explain. The one-
handed jump is not only for
freestylers. And it's not hard. If you
can land a controlled chop hop or
drag one hand while planing, you
can do this.

The trick to one-handed jumping
(sometimes known as one-handed
chop hopping) is that you stay
hooked in. With one hand and
your harness connected to the
boom, you're pretty much as sta-
ble as with two hands holding on;
you just have to adapt your angles
a little. There are two main options
for doing this move: letting go with
the front hand or the back hand.
Since I've only tried jumping with
my front hand free that's the varia-
tion I'll describe.

| find it easiest to sight a good
piece of chop to launch from and
immediately let go of the boom
with one hand (if you aren't
already sailing one-handed). This
provides a few seconds to adjust
to sailing one-handed, rather than
having to launch a jump, let go,
and make balance adjustments all
in the same instant. I've heard
some tips that say to jump a little
upwind and others saying to jump
a little downwind. After doing a
bunch of each, I've concluded that
the most important thing is not the
direction you take the ramp but
how you adjust and how you land.
So start off by launching however
you're comfortable.

The important part begins when
you're in the air. On the way down,
pull your feet up underneath you,

especially your back foot. By mov-
ing your feet in line with your hips
you draw your center of gravity
over the board. Being centered
greatly reduces the pull you'll have
to absorb from the sail on landing.
If you're off center, the sail will
counteract with a big pull.

If you've jumped off an upwind
ramp, sheet in a little on takeoff
and out on landing. If you've
angled a little downwind to jump,
do the opposite. Upon touchdown |
found that it helps (although it's not
imperative) to pull the rear foot
even a little further under you so
as to angle the board a bit down-
wind. You'll exit the jump with
more speed that way.

Once you get comfortable, there
are plenty of fun things you can do
with that free hand while you're in
the air. Low-five the wave on your
way up. Hold one arm out to the
side while you fly, airplane-like.
Adjust clothing. Wave at Navy air-
craft. Grab the tail of your board
(then you can claim a whole new
move: the tail-grab jump). There's
no end to the possibilities.

| try a lot of new things when |
windsurf, but | was inspired to
write about this move in particular
because it's simple, fast to learn,
and like regular jumping, doesn't
get old. Best of all, you don't have

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It’s bac k and better : Grassy Point

I've sailed the new Grassy
Point (the owners are calling it
Bluff's Point) about a half-dozen
times now. If you were an Old
Grassy Point regular, or want
flat-water but don't have time
(or gas money) for Bird Island
trips, Grassy might be your
place again.

There isn't yet a crowd, so
there isn't really the camraderie
of Bird Island or Oleander
Point. There isn't a shop or
rental like Worldwinds, but there
is a store and restaurant. For
me it's all
about the travel time and gas
prices. Grassy cuts nearly an
hour and $10 off of a round trip
to Bird Island.

Please don't think I'm knock-
ing Bird Island. It's still a great
choice, and the best choice if
you are looking for a long
weekend, camping or the cam-
raderie of old friends. But for
the working stiff
looking for a flatwater fix, it can
be a long drive. Grassy is
another great launch in an area
where we are truly blessed by
them.

When | first drove by the old

Grassy Point about a year and
a half ago, | was amazed at the
transformation. Gone were the
rusted hulls of old steel boats,
on shore, in the water, even
moored and sunk. In its place a
modern marina, cement (!), big
beams of wood, a store, a
restaurant, and across the
street, a small motel. | couldn't
believe it.

Still, there wasn't a windsurf-
ing launch then. There is now.
It's the exact same sailing as
before (flat, safe), but the
launch is great with paved park-
ing, a soon-to-be-grassy rigging
area, a beach-like
launch were you can sail your
average fin up to about 40 feet
of land, two working outdoor
freshwater shower heads, and
hopefully some friends to sail
and banter with.

I've talked to the owners of
Bluff's Landing, and | was the
first to buy a $70 annual pass
(which I've already paid for in
saved gas). They are psyched
for windsurfers to use their
area. They
want us there;
there is no fear
of being run off

or cutting your foot on a chunk
of rusted boat. It's clean, safe
(few if any worries about theft),
and the best in-town flatwater
around. And if you go, I'm the
one in the short bus.

2007 US Wind and Vdter Open laks wind, and therebre, water

The U.S. Wind and Water Open
(formerly known as the Velocity
Games) took place at McGee
Beach May 11-13. For anyone
whose recreation does not depend
on wind it would have been a
beautiful weekend, but for com-
petitors, the sunny, calm weather
only made for a long, hot affair of
sitting on the beach and gazing
wistfully at the “smooth” bay. Only
on Friday afternoon, when a brief
rain squall pushed through, did the
Formula competitors get enough
wind to run a few races on salil
sizes in the double digits.

Slalom windsurfing, the Speed
Challenge, and kitesurfing did not
get an event off all weekend and
were cancelled. On Saturday,
Carrie Robertson provided the
best (and really, only) entertain-
ment of the weekend with her
longboard freestyle session.
Worldwinds (with a small amount
of CCWA help) manned a simula-
tor on the beach, but often lacked
even enough wind for a simu-tack.
Public spectators were practically
non-existant, probably because TV
and radio reports were warning of
the lack of action on the water.
Only the skateboarders competed
as planned, though their event
was a half mile away at the new
skate park in Cole Park. Wind and
kite competitors packed up on
Sunday when at midday the wind
meters showed readings of 0 mph,
gusting to 3.

A Formula racer’s repor t from Friday

Light winds plagued the first day of
racing at the 20th US Open wind-
surfing regatta in Corpus Christi
Bay. The kiteboarders never left
the beach while the formula fleet
barely got around 3 races with one
other being abandoned 1/2
through.

The day started off the postpone-
ment flag right off the bat. In the
meantime slalom heats were set.
Nobody rigged till around 1pm as
the Texas heat has been known to
snap carbon mast left to bake on
the beach. The event this year is
being run off mcgee beach which
makes rigging and derigging a
snady experience. In true Texas
style everyone drives their pick up
down on the beach and rigs on
tarps.

With the wind barley up to 8 knots

the race director took down the
postponement flag and within 5
minutes started race 1. Most of the
fleet was still trying to get off the
beach at the start. | made up to
the line and looked like | would be
the only one with a planning start. |
took off the the left side where
there was just a hint of breeze and
building chop. Seth followed a bit
behind and it looked like we might
take the 1 lap race. A few others
got off the line late and headed
right and caught a puff coming
down. | rounded the top mark in
4th but BRA 999 was able to go a
bit deeper and get me downwind.
5th place finish with quite a gap
behind me as the rest of the fleet
barely planed to the finish.

Race 2: A rain squall was
approaching just after the start
which killed the wind and the RC
abandoned the race after the first

downwind.

After a long wait the 2nd race was
restarted in marginal winds. | got
off the line well in the middle of the
line pumping over Steve S and
Mike Z on the line. Unfortunately |
didn't take it far enough left and
tacked back too early and caught
a right shift coming back which put
me a few boards back. Mike Z
rounded just in front at the top
mark with Seth a few board
lengths ahead in 4th. By the bot-
tom mark the wind was getting
really light and | thought | might
get Mike Z as we were pumping to
make the bottom mark. Seth
gybed early and came back to
round just in front of us but was
able to hold onto 4th with Mike Z
in 5th and me in 6th. As | looked
back up the course most of the
fleet wasnt planing coming down-
wind. It was an ever longer wait till
the 3rd attempt at racing and an
ever lighter breeze. It was below
the wind minimum but the RC

started anyway in 3-6knots. Lots of

holes up the course. | got off the

line near the pin with Mike Z just
below me. | was able to hold my
line for the first minute but as it got
lighter and we got headed | had to
dive through his wake to search
for air. | came off a plane and a
few other sailors who were still
planning came over to the left.
Meanwhile most of the fleet got
stuck on the line. Back and forth
we went reaching across the
course with no upwind angle. Most
of the race was spent non plan-
ning and | managed to finish way
deep in the fleet. Back ashore
most of the fleet agreed it was too
light for racing so | filed a protest
which was disallowed. RC has
final word.

So 3 marginal races today - 2
decent finishes with 1 horrible
race. 1 more race to get a
throwout. Tommorows forecast
doesnt look any better with slalom
and a speed event scheduled.
