
AAAAAHHHHHHH!!!I haven't been sailing in 4 months! This
isn't because I'm afraid of cold water (though I admit to acclimating myself to warm
south Texas weather), but my eardrum that just won't heal. I can't imagine living in
Poland or somewhere where the Warm season is only 4 months long and "warm"
means 55 degree water (that isn't a random number, I just talked to a Polish wind-
surfer today, and that's what she gets to look forward to this May!). I'm thankful to
be in such a great windsurfing area.
     Being off-the-water has given me more time to work on CCWA projects, includ-
ing the US Open, which is coming along in spurts. There is a lot to do and time is
running short but I'm hopeful that it will all work out as best that it can. Darren
Rogers, former rep of Sailworks Sails is the Race Director this year. He is excited
to be running the races and the freestyle events.  He'll also be running the US Na-
tionals in Worthington, MN in June. We'll have significant prize money this year,
and we'll likely need some volunteers for many aspects of the event. We'll have
more details soon.
     At the last club meeting we floated the Incorporation idea once again, and we
are looking into becoming a nonprofit corporation. There are a lot of things that fa-
vor us doing this, and a couple that don't. But, it's my opinion that the good out-
weighs the bad, enough so that we should do this. We'll be discussing this at the
next meeting too, and I hope to resolve it once and for all.
     I'm very excited about this: The latest issue of the UK magazine Windsurf talks
about a new form of racing called Super-X. It's like motocross, but with wind-
surfers. It involves a course, but also requirements like certain jibes or jumps at
certain times, bottle necks (only a few through at a time), etc. The nice thing is that
it can be done in any kind of wind. If it's light then the required chop hop becomes
a longboard sail-and-body 360 or sailing clew first for 50 yards. Not all of us can
even accomplish that, but we can have levels of ability. I'd like to do a race like this
sometime. Maybe not this spring, as it's busy, but maybe this fall. I'd like to be one
of the first to run a fun race like this. The Windsurf magazine article talked about
restrictions on gear being pretty much "none", but who's chop-hopping a potato
chip? It could open things up to us fun racers a bit, and allow the died-in-the-wool
types to come out and play again, too.  Apparently, there are discussions in the
PWA to run these types of races, but incorporating advanced tricks like Grubbys
and Spocks and loops. Add in a Le Mans start from a crowded beach, slalom gates
and 8 man heats, and we'll have some action the crowd will appreciate. Flak jacket
required.

     And don't forget, the Bird Island Bash is coming up on April 26th, so make plans to be there. We
have several out-of-town (and out-of-state) clubs attending.  It’ll be a good time!

I have
put on a few pounds as a result of the recovery and back issue.  Happened to see Chester and Pam trav-
eling down Yorktown and followed them with the plan of saying hello. Truth is I would have been happy
just to see some old friends as well as try to sail. Chester was going to sail in front of his house so I
joined in. He was really nice and supportive. He shadowed my every move and was paying a great deal
of attention to me.  We launched, I made my first jibe and off we went upwind to Grassy. I needed to
downhaul my 1992 Windwing to handle the conditions, I was overpowered on my 4.8. It was great to be
greeted by the gang. I missed the camaraderie of the group.   As it goes, I was having a great time, had
made most of my jibes, more than Chester, when I decided it would be good to quit before overdoing it.
No sooner had that thought passed the last synapse and I get launched through my old sail. GOD let me
know that I should definitely end the fun.  The last two days have been a watch to see if I contracted any
bacterial problems. Most of the patients that are watersports enthusiast rate that as the highest risk. From
Fishermen to sailors, the risk of bad water has been something that the drugs can©t prevent.   As of today
, I am fine. I hope for more days like Sunday. I have a way to go. The back surgery is scheduled for April.
As of now, I haven©t had contact with my left foot for some time. That©s okay, I haven©t heard from my abs
either.

     A young blond island girl ... a free spirit
alive in, on and over the ocean ... growing
up kiteboarding HARD, FAST and FULL
out on warm tropical seas, then there was
a SERIOUS ACCIDENT and things
CHANGED ...the question is for how long
... our actions may determine the answer.
     If you have ever loved to shred or crave
the free abandon of blasting over the
waves or hurling skyward, read this and
please act to help our fellow young rider...
     Carolina "Chocalate" Diaz suffered a
serious injury while kiteboarding at Los
Roques, Venezuela last weekend. She fell
and sustained a harsh injury from a height
of 25 ft. She was concussed and appar-
ently suffered neural damage. Accident
details are still coming in, but they aren©t all

that important at this point- not to Carolina.
     Carolina has had one operation and is
to have another tomorrow. She is in the
shadow of paralysis at this critical time.
From one report, if things work, out she
may face a full year of hard, expensive,
rehabilitation after which she MAY walk
again.
     Venezuela is going through hard times
these days, political instability, shortages
and lost tourism. Carolina is from the fish-
ing village of El Yacque on Margarita Is-
land, Venezuela. She was wealthy in a lust
for life, kiteboarding and an idylic times

growing up on the sea, but not necessarily in material.  If sufficient money isn©t found, it is possible that
Carolina may forego vital, expensive additional operations and rehabilitation over the next year. The po-
tential cost of such a path is painful and wrong.  It could mean no full recovery for this vibrant young lady
but merely to languish, bed ridden. We need to ACT to stop this from happening.
     Paul Menta related stories to me tonight about Carolina. He first met her about 2 1/2 years ago. She
started windsurfing at 10 or 12 years and moved into kiteboarding at 14, two years ago. Paul said that
she is an amazing, beautiful girl always radiating a wide, friendly smile.  Paul described her as a ex-
tremely active 5© 2" girl who would ride FULLOUT be it in 15 mph or in nuclear conditions at 30 mph+ with
a small kite. He called her a 90 pound girl with the courage and heart of a 225 pound guy on the water.
When he last saw here about two months ago, she had moved into doing double forwards, with NO
HANDS. They have kept in regular touch weekly online since.  Carolina is a rare talent on the water and

I Got My New Board!  by   Roy Tansill
     As mentioned last month, Mrs. Tansill permitted me to blow the budget
and order a new Starboards Hypersonic 105 from Oliver at Cline Street
Sailboards.  Oliver called me Monday morning and I was off to collect my
new toy.  If boards were priced by the linear foot, this one would be a rip-
off at its list price of $1,439 - its 7.5 feet long and 30 inches or so wide.  It
looks like a Formula Wide board made for a midget.  The next day I had
to take it out despite the 25-30+ mph breeze.  The initial voyage lasted
only a few seconds before I made a quick trip over the bars immediately
after hooking in.  Lesson one:  do not hook in until after you get your feet
in the straps.  Lesson two followed soon thereafter:  get in the straps as
soon as the Hyper begins to pick up speed.  I was a bit slow and twice the
board left me behind.  Day one was not looking like a success when it
gave me a glimpse of what the hype that preceded this board was all
about.  The pint sized rocket took off on a wild beam reach that was
faster than I'd ever gone on a board before.  As the air got under the
enormous concaves and it lifted onto its fin and that 2 inch wide center
stringer, the board felt like someone just ignited its afterburner.  The sen-
sation of that level of speed was a tad beyond exhilarating in fact as it
was full on hydro-terror.  I felt it necessary to slow it down and turned it
upwind; the board refused to slow up until I carved it dead into the wind
where upon it bobbed meekly.... daring me to sheet in and go again.  I
was a bit concerned that my new board was yet another case  of me buy-
ing something that was really not for me.  I went to the Starboards web
site and began reading more about this little critter that I thought might be
trying to kill me when I was on it.  The best tip came from Ian Fox who told
me to NEVER EVER look at the nose of this board while sailing it.  That
nose is really close to the front end of the mast track and once you gaze
at it you can't take your eyes off of it as it somehow manages to clear
chop despite its lack or nose rocker and its wide spoon shape.  If you be-
gan staring at it you'll cause the board to do just what you feared- it'll
spear the oncoming chop.  Day two was rained out giving me more oppor-
tunity to learn painlessly from the maker's web site (www.star-boards.com).
     The next day out on the Hypersonic was much better.  The winds
backed off to a more reasonable 14-20 mph and I rigged a 6.5 Gaastra
‘whip tip' sail.  With all the tips fresh in my mind, I jumped onto it confi-
dently, got my feet in the straps, hooked in and
took off gaining speed as if I was in free fall.  I
was somewhat in control this time (unlike the first
ride).  About 50 yards from shore the board was
already going faster than my comfort level al-
lowed but I tried to keep locked in and stay on-
board this time.  I took it into a jibe    and all
worked well until I stepped forward with the back
leg.

Now some of you are probably use to wide boards but I’m
not and what use to be a ‘slide the front foot out of the strap
move it slightly across the center line and weight the heel’
sent me careening downwind- my former step jibe is now a
two step jibe.  In order to get that board to continue carving
while the back foot comes forward you have to step a good
25 inches over to leeward then get on your heel.  A few
more training runs and I’ ll be ready to take my GPS along
for the ride and get some speed numbers but for now, its not
safe for my GPS.  Its also not very safe to be ahead of me.
I think Starboards should put a loud horn on their new
board.
     If you enjoy speed on the water, you’ ll love the Hyper-
sonic.  Those enormous concaves effectively raise the board
up as soon as it starts moving and once up on its air cushion
you are left with only the rear foot or so of that center
stringer and the fin which create very little drag.  Starboards
state that they hope this board will bring back interest in
slalom racing and from my brief experience on it I think
they have taken a big step in that direction.   Given a few
more hundred sessions on it, I should be ready to sail near
others without subjecting them to a collision with my (for
now) unguided missile.  Slalom has been forgotten by most
racers but boards of similar design will permit back and
forth racing with winds way down in the 10-12 mph range-
try sailing in that with an old style slalom board and you
will see why slalom racing disappeared.  With wind minimums. (the hyper will hold a 10.0 sail) no longer a problem. I
think slalom will be back in the very near future.... and I’m getting geared up to join in the fun.
