USW Windsurfer(s) of the Year Award
     USW is honored to announce Carolyn Boersma and Charles Ivey, Ph.D. as co recipients of the
Windsurfer of the Year Award, 2003.  For a sport to survive over the long-term there must be a significant
influx of youth. This requires a long term, consistent commitment from some part of the adult community
toward the youth of that sport.
     The windsurfing community in association with USW has been fortunate to have two people volunteer
their time and resources toward development of a junior program within USW. Carolyn Boersma©s efforts
as organizer, communicator, and connector have formed a program with a sense of ongoing
community. There are now over 50 kids who are members of the junior program.
     In conjunction with that Charles Ivey, watching the junior program grow under Carolyn, became inter-
ested in the possibility of an ongoing youth program that taught kids how to race. Charles volunteered to
form a junior development racing program where kids were coached, became part of a team and could
travel to regattas locally, nationally and internationally.  This racing development program, named "Team
USA" by Carolyn, has attracted considerable attention both within and outside the windsurfing industry.
     Charles raised over $12,000 to take a team of kids to Portugal where they competed with kids their
own age from all over the world. Team USA members competed hard while demonstrating the utmost in
sportsmanship and respect for their fellow competitors and their environment. The work involved in
putting this trip together was enormous. While Carolyn must be credited with getting the youth develop-
ment program off the ground, Charles© contribution has been to take the program into the team and com-
petitive realm. The relationship between Carolyn and Charles is so symbiotic that one would not have
been able to succeed without the other. It has been a remarkable relationship and US Windsurfing is a
much better organization because of them.

Terrorist Nearby?

     My own plans are somewhat chaotic at the moment
but I'm still in town awaiting a call from back East that

will put me on the road for a month.   It looks as if I'll probably be in town until after Christmas so
I'll finish out my last issue as editor without having to put out an issue while òn the road' .  That last issue
will be number 72 for me.  You would think by the time you've done something more than 70 times you
would have learned how to do it right but a perusal of last month's Currents will tell you t̀hat ain't neces-
sarily so'- at least not in my case.
     A letter of inquiry was sent off to the Austin office of AEP.  That's the Texas regional headquarters for
the Corporation that controls access to the point we are trying to lease.   Have you ever written a letter to
a large corporation?  I did it often when I was a starving college student but those were usually com-
plaints about products for which I inevitably received coupons for free stuff.  This time it was quite differ-
ent.  This time I don't want a handful of coupons- we need access.   There has been no response as of
this writing but there have been several other things happening that may effect the quest.  In late October
it was announced that state land along the Laguna Madre was being considered for a possible ẁind
farm' .  I checked with our local General Land Office and it was their feeling that the point we are seeking
would be too small for inclusion into that project.  I also contacted the project's General Land Office head
in Austin asking if t̀he point' was in their plans.  That call was pretty much a waste of a dime but the indi-
vidual I spoke with did say he would keep us posted through the local office.  Meanwhile your Executive
Committee completed crossing the tees and dotting the i's on the follow-up corporate paperwork and the
non profit paperwork is already underway.   I find the waiting for bureaucratic wheels to turn rather annoy-
ing but at least I know we've been steadily cranking those wheels and thought you also might want to
know.   While all this transpired other plans, that could impinge upon our lease emerged.

 The local section front page of the Caller Times on 10/28 disclosed to all that there was finally some
serious interest in wind driven generators in the local area.  The article indicated that state lands near the
existing power grid were being considered.   State land, near the - that got my attention pronto; it
sounded like that point we are hoping to lease might be filled with the gigantic wind powered generators.
I was told that was highly unlikely since the entire area could hold only two or three of the giants.

Want to buy a power plant?  The Flour Bluff power plant itself is up for sale.  Here's another potential
problem for our plans but there are just as many reasons to view that situation as a positive as well.
      At the October meeting a question arose about the presence of a wind sensor at the TAMUCC
beach.  Confidant that I could get to the bottom of this, I volunteered to see if it could be put ònline'  via
the Blucher links.  I asked the beach's driving force, Deidra Williams in an e-mail and here was the reply:

  ̀There is not a wind sensor at the beach at this time (as far as I know...although sometimes other  
groups do installs nearby that I am not aware of).  We are also down to one camera at the site.  
Hopefully funding will materialize so that we can install other instrumentation.  A wind sensor would 
likely need to be installed on a building nearby and elevated to be effective as there is often a sub-
stantial shadow during summer conditions.  I will update you as I have new info.
Please contact me with any additional questions Deidre'

One other item of major importance to local wind addicts is
that as of October 30th, local ace sail repair guy Bob Thompson
is out of town.  If you didn't get that ripped panel repaired before
now, it'll be good and dry before Bob gets back.  Bob and
CCWA member Allen Mitchell have gone into business selling
RV mattresses.  Not the rock hard type that generally come in
most RVs,  their mattresses will be custom made and far more
comfortable.  You know if Bob puts it together, it will be a top
notch job.  Their success might cost us our only nearby and very
reasonably priced sail repair service but I guess we ought to
wish them the best of luck- even if it is reluctantly.

     The weather finally cleared up on a weekend and Don
Gentry’s rescheduled event was finally held on October 18th.
While it was a brilliantly sunlit day, the wind was an odd mix
of northerly winds that meant getting off the island and out
through the narrow channel to the Laguna was not an easy
cruise.
