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     Bridge to Bridge Race in S.F.

     I just arrived back in Maui after a quick trip over to San Fran for the Ronstan Bridge to Bridge race put on
by Alan Prussia and the St. Francis Yacht Club. I went to this race last year and had so much fun, and got
beat by a kite that I had to go back this year and man was it worth it!
     For those that do not know this race is run from just outside the Golden Gate Bridge where the start line
is between a red buoy and a motoring boat, down to the Bay Bridge where the finish line is between the last
tower just before the bridge goes into Yerba Buena from the city and a boat. It is open to just about anything
wind powered but it was mainly started as a race between Windsurfers and 18foot Skiffs. Last year there
were a couple of kites that entered and Chip Wasson took the gold.
     This year there were a couple more skiffs that entered and a few more kites as well as windsurfers so it
seems to be gaining in popularity. The wind was a bit lighter this year just before the start but then picked
up to about the same as last year.
     There was a pretty strong flood running so the water was very smooth for most of the course. Last year
I choose to go on my 10.9 and was a little underpowered for most of the race so I decided to go with my
11.7 this year, especially since Kevin showed up this year and was going out on his 12 I could not be out
done. This was good for most of the race but once I got below the St. Francis it was too big.
     The start was delayed for about 20 minutes due to shipping traffic but this seemed to be good as the
wind just kept building. With such a strong flood some of the kites were unable to make the start which was
probably good as the start was much closer this year than last. Either the skiff level was higher this year or
they all learned from last year because they were all right on the start line as the gun went off with chutes
up and full speed. This made for a very exciting/hair raising start! It was impossible for me on a windsurfer
to go below a skiff as they were going deeper and had so much sail area that they would just take my wind.
I did try it a couple of times though and got rounded up so hard that I almost slammed into the side of a
couple skiffs, one of them had some line trailing in the water that I almost got caught up on. While all of this
was going on, which felt like complete chaos, there was a serious amount of current coming off the south
tower which caused a lot of chop during the whole start and it was not until we were passed the Golden
Gate by a ways until the water completely smoothed out. This was a relief to get into the smooth water and
get clean air away from the skiffs.
     By the time we had reached the St. Francis and the Startline/Gate that we had to go through downwind.
The skiff RMW Marine was in the lead followed by local windsurfer Mike Zajicek who I crossed just behind
after my gibe out. I went out towards the middle of the bay about half way past them and take the lead.
Across Alcatraz and gibed on what I hoped was the lay line to the finish. The water was still very smooth at
this point so I was really able to kick it into gear and try to make up some ground. I had a great battle with
RMW Marine while they were going deeper than me I was able to go a bit faster and I managed to go just
under their bow to- it was a pretty hairy pass as the bow sprits on these boats are quite long and I do not
think either of us were in much control. When I was down just off Alcatraz the wind picked up and the water
got a lot rougher, from this point to the finish I was in and out of the harness and both back footstraps trying
to keep everything together and go as fast as possible. In this chop I managed to put a bit more distance
between me and the skiff, it seemed we had a bit of an advantage in the chop but RMW had a lot of speed
in the smoother stuff!     I was very glad to cross the finish line as it was all I could do to stay on top of my gear with this much
power and the confused chop. Right behind me was RMW Marine followed by Anthony Chavez on a kite. It
did not feel like it was a very fast time to me as I was fighting the amount of power I had most of the way
but it set the new record. I would say this is partly in thanks to RMW Marine as they were pushing me very
hard the whole way down wind and did not give me a chance to let up at all. Even though this race only
lasted just over sixteen minutes I was quite tired after I had to sail back to the St. Francis way overpowered!     Just like last year I had a killer time at this race and am planning to go again next year! SF is a great
place to sail and there is so much to do there that I love going there. I am sorry that I missed a CalCup on
Saturday but after the race and a late night I was to worn out. I have to thank               Continued on page 9
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Bigger and Better     by  Guy Racette
     One of the biggest obstacles to improvement of my personal skills was in sail size selection. Up until a
couple years ago, like most people, I just got into a Comfort Zone when sailing.  Pick a size you think you
can handle without working too hard, and off you go. Trouble is, real speed requires real work. Lulls are
the death of even the best heats. The Big Boys are using Big sails for Big speed.
     Here©s the thing:  Bigger sails (than you THINK you can handle) are downright uncomfortable. Not be-
cause they can©t fly in 30 or 50% more wind than you normally use them in, but because they©re BAL-
ANCED all wrong for that wind.
     The next time you©re sailing and the wind speed increases by, say 5 or 10 miles per hour, don©t go
scrambling back to the beach for that 2-meter-smaller size. Do head to the beach, however. See those
harness lines?  Creep ©em back a couple inches. When the wind pushes harder, it also changes the nice,
comfortable sail shape you©ve grown to love, and turns it into Something Else. Not something impossible to
manage, just something requiring adjustment.  In particular, the Effort Center of the sail moves back as the
chord bows more, so the new line position brings the pull back to harness center.
     You may also be able to crank another inch (no kidding, 2.54 cm.) of downhaul.  Other than Pro-level
racers, I©ve just about never seen anyone over-downhaul a sail, so go nuts. The extra downhaul all by itself
will require another click of boom adjustment to support the slack created by the mast bend.  Higher winds
may make yet another click feel better still, but don©t over-flatten. That makes the sail real twitchy. It©s not a
bad idea to readjust batten tension every month or so, just enough to un-wrinkle the pocket.
     With big horsepower, be patient and gentle with sail handling. The newer sails, especially the full-
cambered models, CAN be SHEETED OUT!! Without sending you into the rounding-up-accelerating Death
Spiral. Finally it can be said out loud: Some of the older sails I grew up with would try to kill me over pow-
ered. In the past few years, big sails in big wind of course demand attention and respect, but it IS possible
to sail them without risking death by catapult.  (You still have to have a little bravery or Faith,
however) Speed is at least somewhat optional - you can slow down a tad by letting the sail
feather. Because you©re hitting bigger chop faster, you WILL get tired faster, so take frequent breaks.
While you rest, ALWAYS think of some adjustment you might try to make the sail fly easier still.
     Last thing: accept the possibility of a Free Scenic Tour around the nose of your board at least a couple
times each session until you get dialed in. Hopefully you hit only water and get a giggle out of it.  When
you©ve really had enough, now go get out that bump ©n© jump gear. It©ll seem really light and really easy to
go faster with more confidence. At the end of the day, you©ll have braggin© rights for holding down that 8 or
9-something when everyone else was on 5s.
See you out there (sooner ©cause yer sail©s so big...)

It is Official!  We Are Now CCWA Inc.
     “CCWA is a corp as of 9/22. I©m getting the EIN today or tomorrow. Lisa has worked hard on this.
She©s turning her attention to the 501 (c) 3 stuff now”.  Those words arrived in my e-mail box on the last
day of September from Hans.  That's it we are now officially a corporation.  Many of you are probably not
as enthused as I am about this but its a change we will see from the future as a big deal I believe.  Oth-
ers are probably asking who is Lisa?  Lisa is Lisa Edwards and while Hans, Nick, Wolfrom and I have all
contributed some to this process, it has been Lisa doing the hard work over the past months.  I would like
to tell you more about this determined lady but all I know is Lisa just sort of appeared around the time of
the US Open and we are very lucky she did.   Hans recruited her to help us out and the rest is history-

with more to come.  The tax exempt status will take
longer to achieve but that's just the nature of the
beast.  Tax status involves a whole gross of bu-
reaucratic review so now we are talking months not
days before the next application garners a re-
sponse.  There is a stack of forms to be filled out,
signed by a host of folks, and written in just the
right way to avoid rejection on technical grounds.

That pile of forms is enormous, probably twice the size of a local refinery's tax return, and again Lisa is
putting in the major effort.  This time she is getting the needed professional input from another new asso-
ciate of the CCWA, Mannti Cummins, the clubs recently approved accountant.  It all sounds like a bit
much for a local club but an accountant will take away the worst of the few drawbacks incorporation will
generate- we'll be filing tax returns ourselves from here on and that's also where Mannti will be needed.
     Now we will be getting to the work on my pet project- a club launch site.  Since it became clear that
Grassy point was a lost cause (for the near future at least), several of us have been working on locating a
site the CCWA could lease.  We were able to locate an as yet un-leased point near the power plant but
there are several serious obstacles.  The first has been finished- we are incorporated.  The tax free sta-
tus will be coming but we can proceed with the label p̀ending' in the blank space for t̀ax number'.  That's
2 down with two more to go.  Our next one won't be easy but we must have access to the state property
in question before we can apply for a lease.  That's the goal Charlie Henry and I along with help from
several others will be working on as of October.  For those of you who were at the Sept. meeting, you got
to see just where that property is.  The satellite photo below shows the area in question.  It can only be
reached by water as of now but sail on down from any where you can launch on the Laguna and take a
look at it.  The point at the top of the picture is Grassy Point.  The area we are actively seeking is the
large point to the south and a lengthy piece of the beach south of the point- most all of which is state
land.

To get there by  land, after crossing the JFK BRIDGE, follow Park Road 22 to the second stop light, then
turn right at WHITECAP.  Continue west about 1.3 miles to the next-to-last street , which is Isabella Court
(right past Isla Pinta) and turn LEFT.  Go to the very end of the cul-de-sac and park anywhere.  There is a
vacant lot to the right of the house, so you can park there, or on the center island if the driveway is full.

Those who prefer to may 1) land on the south  side where there is a fairly
easy walk up the beach to directly across from, and an easy shot to, Don©s dock; or 2) land anywhere
along there and wait for Don©s boat to pick you up & pull your board up the canal.
     Then we greet, eat, and meet from around 4:00 to whenever, which, for those who are sailing back
downwind to Flour Bluff to their trailers, probably means around 6:30 (depending on sunset time by then)
to give you time to get well across the La-
guna  and de-rig before sunset.
     Sail longboards, shortboards,   mono-
hulls,  cats, motorboats, kayaks or any-
thing that suits your fancy and if it breaks
down midway, we can pick you up.   If
you  have doubts about the ability of your
craft (or yourself) to make the upwind
crossing,  be sure to let somebody else
know you are starting out so we will miss
you when we arrive and can send a boat.
Otherwise your supper might consist of
whatever you can scrounge from the La-
guna while waiting for the wind to blow
you back to the leeward shore.
     Don & Cindy will furnish snacks &
dips,  picnic ware, ice, and veggie burg-
ers.   Bring a dish to share.    Those who
wish to can bring their preferred protein
source.   Please RSVP at 949-9785.  If
the wind is under 10 mph. by 1:00 p.m.,
islanders probably won©t want to start out
and be stuck downwind trying to slog
back, so if in doubt, call Don©s for best
