August wind can go either way but generally when it
blows the result can be classic flat water and more than
an handful windsurfing feels crowded. Most of the month
was hot and dry with very low water levels and high
pressure in control, good for minimal tropical activity but
not for wind. There were seven (7) straight days over 20
mph during the second week followed by a few more
days in the third week, otherwise just some days with a
couple of hours of minimal wind very late.

The Padre Island National Seashore (PINS) has

received $4650 contributions for shade structure and
picnic table materials. It is estimated that installation of
five (5) shade structures will begin in October. Additional
contributions will be collected until the conclusion of the
Dave Kelley Distance Challenge in May 2006. Thanks
again to all contributors and of course it is not too late if
you would like to consider a contribution.
The CCWA hopes all Fall visitors will be able to enjoy
these amenities, appreciates all contributions received
and the efforts of the PINS staff to improve Bird Island
Basin.

EFFORTS FROM CCWA MEMBERS TO PRESERVE GULF COAST LAUNC H SITES

Beach closure: The official statement

Following is the official CCWA statement regarding
beach closure in the Coastal Bend. Thanks to Mike
Murphy and Jason Baney for creating a draft of the
statement, and to the members who contributed sug-
gestions and revisions on the forum.

"The Corpus Christi Windsurfing Association
(CCWA) was established in 1983 and represents
over 150 windsurfers from our local area as well
as many out-of-town visitors who come here on
a regular basis to participate in our great sport. It
is the CCWA's mission to protect and promote
windsurfing and windsport safety. We seek part-
nerships with the City of Corpus Christi, Padre
Island National Seashore, Corpus Christi Con-
vention and Visitors Bureau, the Chamber of
Commerce and other public and private entities
to achieve our goals. One of the CCWA's top
goals is to improve and create windsurfing
launch sites in the Coastal Bend.

The CCWA feels all Coastal Bend beaches
should be public and is opposed to any develop-
ments that may limit or effectively privatize
beach/water access or might create a precedent
for any future closures. Creating vehicle free ar-
eas on Coastal Bend beaches has a potential to
severely limit public access when adjacent prop-
erty is privately owned. The specific proposed
beach closure related to the completion of the
Packery Channel project is of vital interest and
concern for the CCWA because the beach area
from the north side of the Packery Channel jet-
ties to the south side of Bob Hall Pier is popular
for numerous water sports requiring direct beach
access to the water.

The CCWA fully supports the beach access
provisions of the current Texas Open Beaches
Act (TOBA) and is opposed to any efforts to cir-
cumvent these provisions. A vehicle-free section
of the beach may be appropriate if sufficient di-
rect beach/water access and parking is provided,
all requirements of the current TOBA are satis-
fied and the adjacent property is publicly owned.”

between Corpus Christi and Browns-
ville with an estimated 15 foot tidal
surge. Beulah struck closer to
Brownsville, recorded the second low-
est pressure (923mb) ever in the Gulf
with 7 foot tides in Corpus Christi.
Bret was considered small, making
landfall between Corpus Christi and
Brownsville as the first strike of any
significance since the island develop-
ment in Corpus Christi has taken
place. Carla was the most significant,
ranking on all NHC measures. Carla
made landfall at Port Lavaca and
tides at Port Aransas were 10.9 feet.
Celia was also small, fast moving and
a direct hit at Aransas Pass with 9.2
foot tides at Port Aransas. Celia was
also the most costly Texas coast and
last strike here of any major conse-
guence. The most unique feature
about Celia was the rapid intensifica-
tion (39mb pressure drop 15 hours
before landfall) which was not fore-
cast and 160 mph peak wind gusts
from the West during landfall was also
unusual.

So what good does all this do any-
one? None probably, this area is al-
ways susceptible to tropical storms or
hurricanes any month of the season.
Some tropical storms have caused
more problems than hurricanes so the
risk is not necessarily lower. The
data available and forecast tech-
nigues can be used to make educated
guesses and some historical basis
may give comfort or concern. One

thing for certain, a major strike is long
overdue for this area, i§ just a matter
of when. Advanced planning, prepa-
ration and early evacuation are defi-
nitely the safest way to weather these
storms. Several hurricane strikes
since 2000 have been significant, es-
pecially in Florida, with each addi-
tional major hurricane generally be-
coming distinctive based on one or
more of the NHC measures.
